November on the Plot

There are a number of tasks for
November. Firstly it is a good month for
clearing out the greenhouse if you have one. |
usually find that at least one of my tomato
plants lasts until the start of the month. Then it
is time to put it on the compost heap and sweep
and clean the greenhouse. | then move into
the greenhouse a number of tender plants such
as geraniums which I might wish to pot on next year, to protect them from
any possible frost.

| also use November to get on with my winter digging, before the weather
really gets bad and the days really short. This means that the soil is
exposed to any frosts which will help to break it up so that you get a nice
tilth next year. Take great care not to walk on anywhere thus dug or you
will risk the soil becoming compacted and winter rains will run off and not
soak in.

Finally try to remember to keep any autumn sown garlic (or Japanese
onions if you have planted them) free from weeds, make sure that they
have sprouted first so that you know where the rows are, or you will risk
Sheffield blight.

WEST WAY DEVELOPMENT UPDATE

Pressing for a better SPD whilst MACE start consultations

Responses to the SPD: Ou r updat e iSproutQvad lardely r 6 s
taken up with the Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) produced by

the Vale. The SPD was intended to set parameters by which future
planning applications for the West Way site should be judged.

Nearly 400 individuals, and a number of organisations including West
Way Community Concern (WWCC), responded to the consultation on the
SPD which ended on 25 September. All the responses have now been
made available on the Vale's planning website: http://bit.ly/1VL8bQ4

The vast majority of responses were critical and feared that, as written,

the SPD could allow a development almost as damaging as the one the
Valebs planning committee unani mou:
response was detailed and constructively critical, based on professional

help funded by your donations.

The Vale now has to consider what changes to the SPD to recommend
before submitting it for approval to the Vale Cabinet on 30 October. By
the time you read this, we will probably be aware of its final shape.

Lack of evidence to support the draft SPD: WWCC has followed its
submission with a critique of the evidence base document the Vale used
to support the SPD's assertions about what land uses are appropriate to
the site. This document, which was made public only on the last day of
the consultation, claims that student housing, cinema, hotel and high
street retail are all needed to produce a viable development. We believe
this cannot be substantiated without a more detailed analysis to show
why, for example, independent shops and affordable housing are not
considered viable, and we have

called on the Vale to provide this
Kennington Plastering analysis.

Two Botley Centuries

Cyril Hawkins

Following hard on the heels of Jack Morris, Cyril Hawkins of North
Hinksey Village was 100 on September 9th.

Cyril was born in Portsmouth, so at the outbreak of World War 2 it seemed
natural for him to enlist in the Royal Navy, where he served alongside his
father for much of the war. During his time in service he met and married
Jennie within eight months of their first meeting, not unusual in times of
war. Whilst Cyril was still in active service their son Christopher was born.

Following the end of the war Cyril resumed his job as a civil servant in the
Ministry of Labour. He and Jennie moved to various parts of the country
as Cyril was promoted. As Principal Youth Employment Officer he also
lectured on training courses at Birkbeck College. He retired in 1976 after
42 years of service, and the family moved to North Hinksey 33 years ago.

Throughout their married life, and apart from family, two things have been
most important to Cyril and Jennie: sport and church. Wherever they
have gone they have been active in their local church, and have played
and followed various sports, but in particular cricket, with Jennie doing
what most cricket wives do, supplying the cake and sandwiches for tea!

Dorothy Mabel Cripps

Dorothy was born on 19 October 1915 in Winnipeg,
Canada of English parents Ernest and Nellie
Woolston. Nellie died when Dorothy was only four
years old. Her father was away in Europe serving in
the Canadian Over-Seas Expeditionary Force during
the First World War, so she was put into foster care
whilst he was away. He lost his right hand during the
war. When he eventually returned to Canada to
reclaim his daughter, he brought with him a new
bride, Maud. Dorothy has very fond memories of her step mother

In 1926 the little family boarded the Cunard Line ship Alaunia in Montreal
to sail to England, eventually settling in Eynsham. Dorothy attended
school there and then worked at the Frank Cooper Marmalade Factory.

She met and fell in love with Ken Cripps and they married on 15 July
1939. They bought one of the first houses to be built on the new Elms
Rise Estate, now known as Finmore Road. Only six weeks after their
wedding Ken, a reservist in the army, went to war. He was able to return
home on leave after Dunkirk, but was posted soon after to North Africa
with the 8th Army (the ®esert Ratsd. During this time Dorothy gave birth
to their first child Anthony, and she also gave a home to several evacuee
children during the war.

After the war Ken and Dorothy went on to have three more children, Brian,
Neil and Hilary. They were a very social couple and loved dancing,
particularly the quickstep. Their eldest son Tony emigrated to South
Africa to further his career as a printer on a newspaper, but moved to
Rhodesia because he did not like the Apartheid system. Ken and
Dorothy visited the family in Rhodesia and had a wonderful holiday, but
sadly Tony died shortly after this when a vehicle he was travelling in went
over a landmine.

Ken died in 1988 and Dorothy immersed herself in her family and the
local community, chairing the local senior citizenséclub for many years.
She has always been a very keen gardener and she won an award for
her garden from the local community at the age of 94. Dorothy has 3
surviving children, 8 surviving grandchildren, 8 great grandchildren and 2
great, great grandchildren, and a large contingent of them were at her
splendid 100th birthday party on 17th October.

Police Update

Crime: On 20 September there was an illegal rave in Botley in the Grant
Thornton building. Officers from all across Thames Valley were deployed
and the situation was dealt with peacefully with only two arrests being
made.

Neighbourhood Watch: The neighbourhood team attended a
Neighbourhood Watch meeting with the residents from Elms Rise to
discuss the concerns of the residents. One concern was the anti-social
behaviour (ASB) and possible drug taking that occasionally occurs at the
Louie Memorial Field. We encourage residents in the area to call us if
they witness any of this or become affected by it.

Another concern that was raised in the meeting was vehicles parking on
the corners of junctions (e.g., the bottom of Hurst rise Road) which make
it very difficult for other road users to pull out. Could we please ask that
all vehicles are parked considerately without obstructing the view of road
users. Thank you.

Committee can do that. Currently, if we object, the Vale is obliged to
consider them at their next Planning Committee meeting, and we have

three minutes to present our objections (and other objectors have three
more minutes bet ween them) to the
surprising how little you can say in three minutes, so we have to prepare

our responses carefully. Only in the recent planning application by Doric
Properties were we allowed longer (20 minutes).

The main objective in the current

Early this summer, | happened upon a hidden corner of Oxford tucked
behind Botley Park near the Railway Station. | was captivated by its quiet
loveliness so close to a busy city road.

Food bank recipes

Food banks like the Community Emergency Foodbank in Horspath Road
provide parcels of (mostly) non-perishables to people who come with a
voucher. Vouchers are given out by
and GPs, to confirm that the household needs food, possibly because of
benefit sanctions or an emergency. Households are expected to need

no more than three vouchers per year, since food banks are meant to be
emergency food assistance rather than ongoing form of support.

| have been in about a dozen food banks, and they are remarkably jolly
places. People who go to food banks obviously would prefer to not need
them, but the food bank volunteers are very good at putting them at their
ease, often with tea and biscuits. The volunteers then often find out about
peoplebds food pr ef ervepastae She Trdsselt Truistn s t
has guidance for how much food various sizes of household should
receive, and the volunteer then goes away and packs an appropriately-
sized food parcel.

The British Heart Foundationds webs
all learn from food banks:

1. Reduce food waste: Pl an what youbre goin
shopping and keep an eye on your fridge contents so you can use up
fresh produce before it needs to be thrown away.

2. Get your 5-a-day: frozen or tinned fruit and veg can be cheaper
than fresh, and count as your 5-a-day.
3. Cook your own: Home-made food is usually cheaper and tastier

than convenience food, and you can control the amount of sugar, fat and
salt that goes into it.

4, Eat with others: Loneliness is an issue for many of us, and it can
sometimes be hard to feel motivated to cook just for yourself. One way
round this is to ask friends owlklb f
nearby.

5. Make a difference: Volunteering (for instance at a food bank) can

be fun, sociable, give you skills and help build your local community.

Many food banksd websites include ¢
two lovely simple ones that use ingredients from food bank parcels:

Sardine or tuna pasta: You need 300g of any pasta, 1 tablespoon oil, 1

tin sardines or tuna, and 1 tin sweetcorn or peas. Cook the pasta in
boiling water. Heat the oil and fish in another pan until the fish is softened




and lightly golden. Add the vegetables and pasta to the fish, stir and
serve.

Fruit and Rice Pudding Brulee: You need 1 tin fruit, 1 tin rice pudding, 2
tablespoons sugar, and 2 tablespoons raisins (optional). Place drained
fruit and raisins in a serving dish. Top with rice pudding. Sprinkle over
the sugar. Place under a hot grill until the sugar has melted and turned
brown. Cool before serving.
